3. INTRODUCTION TO PHP
An overview of PHP

PHP is an easy-to-understand server-side scripting
language. As every other scripting language, it allows
developers to incorporate logic into the creation of web
page content and manage data returned from a web
browser. PHP also comes with a number of extensions that
make working with databases, extracting data for display
on a web page, and storing data entered by a website user
and visitor back into the database a lot easier.

PHP is made up of two parts: a scripting language and an
interpreter. PHP, like other scripting languages, allows web
developers to specify the actions and logic that a web page
needs. The web server embeds these scripts in the HTML
documents that are served. The interpreter is a module
that integrates into the web server and converts scripts
into commands that the machine then executes to achieve
the results specified by the web developer in the
document.

What is PHP and How Does It Work?

It's a good idea to start learning about PHP by looking at
what happens when a web page is delivered to a user's
browser.

When a user visits a website or clicks on a connection on a
page, their browser sends a request to the website's web
server, requesting a copy of the page. The web server
receives the message, locates the corresponding web page
file on the file system, and returns it to the user's browser
via the internet.

The content of the file that the web server has just
transmitted to the web browser is usually ignored by the
web server. In terms of the web server, the web browser
comprehends the content of the web page file and knows
how to view and render it in the manner intended by the
web designer.

Let's take a look at what a web browser can understand in
terms of web page content. A web page nowadays is likely
to include HTML, XHTML, and JavaScript. The code in your
web browser tells it what to do with this form of content.

It, for example, comprehends HTML's structure in terms of
page rendering and includes a JavaScript interpreter that
knows how to carry out the instructions in a JavaScript

script. A web browser, on the other hand, has no
knowledge of any PHP scripts that may be embedded in an
HTML document. A browser will have no idea how to read
PHP code if it was served on a web page.

Given that a web browser has no understanding of PHP in
a web page, every PHP script on the page must be
processed before it enters the browser. The PHP pre-
processing module comes in handy here. As previously
mentioned, the PHP module is built into the web server.
When a page with PHP script (identified by special
markers) is served, the module instructs the web server to
send the script to the PHP pre-processing module and wait
for the PHP module to send it content to replace that script
fragment. He is in charge of the web server. The PHP
processing module understands PHP, executes the PHP
script written by the web developer, and generates output
that the browser can understand based on the script's
instructions. The web server replaces the PHP script in the
web page with content generated by the PHP pre-
processor module and sends it to the browser, where it is
made for the user to use.
